DROGUE RISER INSPECTION

he Drogue Riser Assembly is one of the more complex systems on
the Dual Hawk Tandem System and requires inspection every 25

jumps to ensure continued proper function.

The Drogue Riser requires inspection of the ring assembly identical to
main riser maintenance. Each ring should be spun to ensure that there are
no nicks or burrs on the rings and the ring attachment webbing should be
“flexed” to prevent the webbing from taking a set. Both grommets of the
thru loop assembly should be inspected and the Velcro closure tapes of
the Drogue Riser should also be inspected to ensure they remain clean of
debris. The L-Bar connection of the Drogue Riser to the container (through
the diagonals of the instructor harness) should also be inspected for wear
of the Type VII webbing and the screws of the L-Bar should be inspected
and tightened as needed.

The 11” Flex Pin Cable Housing should also be inspected as part of
the Drogue Riser Inspection. The black vinyl end cap should be inspected
on both ends to ensure that it is secure and intact.

The hand tacking of both ends of the housing should also be inspected to
ensure that neither end of the housing has loose hand tacking stitches
which could allow the housing to move away from it’s attachment points.
And lastly, the Type IV webbing that covers the end of the housing on the
main container top flap should be inspected to ensure that it continues to
provide a secure attachment point for the housing.
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
